Looked After UASC 

• The number of UASC presenting in 
Haringey is showing a rising trend;

• During 18-19, 10 cases have been 
transferred to other areas as we 
have met our 0.07% quota; 

• We are expecting a higher % of our 
looked after children will be UASC 
as their numbers are growing with 
a higher rate than our non UASC 
children’s
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Care Leaver UASC 

• The total number of UASC care 
leaver number is predicted to be 
28% of the care leaver’s cohort 
by 2021-22;

• 39 looked after children would 
convert in the same year;
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
