A Haringey residents are most likely to rent from a private landlord (31%). The

proportion renting from the LA or Housing Association has fallen from 29% in
2016 to just 22% in 2020, or 17,100 individuals fewer. The proportion buying witl
a mortgage fell in the early half of the decade, but has been relatively stable sinc
2015, though has increased in the last year to 28%.

Tenure follows clear deprivation lines across the borogghastern wards like
Northumberland Park are least likely to own their home and most likely to be
social renting while in western wards like Alexandra this trend is reversed.

The 2021 Haringey Residents Survey found that the majority of residents (82%)
say they are happy with the home they live in, though this is less than the 2018
